TITLE 
What “stories” can an EWC tell?
GOALS
· Identifying the vision (the meaning to be conveyed) and thinking of a story able to support the project to develop the trade union action of EWCs

· Choosing the right medium (TV, radio, posters, pamphlets, internet, etc.) to promote and spread the story
TASKS TO BE PERFORMED AND METHOD
10 Groups made up of members of national delegations invent and write the assigned/chosen story: 

· characters (hero and anti-hero, helpers of one and the other, etc.)
· challenge-conflict

· departure

· trials and challenges to overcome

· progress

· crisis

· resolution

· return
AVAILABLE MATERIAL
Worksheet, pen, PC, internet
RETURN PROCEDURES
· One member from each small group takes part in the “international delegates group” as narrator

· The stories are shared and the international group identifies strengths

· The international group proposes narrative schemes for a meta-story that can be used by the system of European trade union partners to promote the importance of the EWC system
